	Minutes of 18th February 2012 Meeting:

After minor amendments made by AR, the Minutes were unanimously approved.

	Local Crime Update
IH’s crime update of the local area:
1st Jan to 17th March, only in Wilford. Statistics to be published on website when received from IH.
IH indicated that complaints had been received from pedestrians due to cyclists failing to dismount on approaching the temporary pathway over the Toll Bridge. One of the more serious incidents involved an individual being hit by a cyclist who had failed to dismount. A local resident indicated that dismounting to access the pathway presented issues for cyclists due to the length of the access-way.  IH indicated that the issue seemed to be especially prevalent at peak times, ie school opening and leaving times and would be particularly addressed at those times.
DB asked about enforcement of double yellow lines. IH stated that as far as possible a more proactive approach had been taken in this respect.

	Library Asset Transfer

	Tram Concerns

AR reported he had received a response from Steve Tough regarding the state of Main Road and the cancellation of the bus service. ST had stated that he had been unaware of the problems with the bus service but stated that he believed it to be a one off. ST confirmed that the condition of Main Road/Coronation Avenue would be a matter for the Highways Agency to take up with the tram contractors if they deem that appropriate damage has been caused.

DB stated that the extension of the Ruddington Lane closure did not conform to what the WCG had been informed previously. AR/DB will communicate with NET to ensure further communication is received. 

PBS has written to Matt Pooley re: provision for cyclists across the Toll Bridge. IH stated that the Neighbourhood Team is currently responding to the issue.
	

	6
	Experimental Parking Restrictions

A number of complaints were aired after the first two or three days that parking restrictions were implemented. The problems appeared to have dissipated. It was noted that parking could have simply been displaced elsewhere. Therefore vigilance would be maintained.
A resident raised that parking on the bend by Hunters Farm was dangerous and should be monitored on that bend in particular. It appeared to be the same cars parking there over recent weeks.
It was highlighted that the situation has improved around Main Road.

However vehicles appear to be waiting along the pavements by Wilford Green which could have a detrimental impact on the pavement.
The introduction of a resident’s parking scheme was raised. DB stated that this subject would be raised nearer the introduction of the tram.
It was raised that Gleeds Car-park has appeared to be closer to capacity over recent months and that the far end of Harvester Car-park appears to have come back into use which could account for the apparent fall in displacement parking.
	

	7
	Speed Monitor

Three weeks of data has been collected which will be published on the website independently.
More than 40% of vehicles were above the speed-limit coming into the village.

A resident suggested that if the camera could indicate the speed of oncoming vehicles the capacity of the camera to reduce speed could be increased. 
The camera’s placement was discussed, DB highlighted that the camera’s placement had been mainly due to the ease of access and the camera requiring its own individual pole.
The Group thanked DB for his effort to compile the data so far. DB asked PS as to whether the group could continue to use the monitor. PS stated that if the group in Silverdale would like to use the equipment, they would need to have training first and to enlist more volunteers to assist with maintenance of the equipment. PS therefore stated for the foreseeable future the camera would remain in Wilford. 

SA enquired whether the weekend figures were mainly Rugby Club, the Ferry and Pond users driving into the village. This would be reviewed when further data was available.
	

	8
	First Aid Training Course

	AOB

A resident indicated that the majority of the felling will not be fully grown trees, but in fact saplings of Sycamores. AR stated the complaint was not the intended action as much as the lack of consultation with local residents in the area.
