	Tram Concerns.
AR had photographed the fencing provided for the properties in St Austell Drive and Compton Acres backing on to the tramway and will include these in his submission to Cllr Urquhart. 

Residents from Coronation Avenue expressed their concerns over the noise from the trams now that night-time testing had commenced.  They also requested that the requirement for suitable fencing to ensure security and privacy should be pursued.

BH advised that cables had had to be laid to provide power to the lights at both the foot crossings.

BH observed that there is still no evidence of vehicle deterrents on Wilford Toll Bridge.

DA drew the Group's attention to the vegetation growth and graffiti on the Toll Bridge pillars, asking whether NCC or Net would refurbish/clean before the tram completion.

	Any Other Business.

10.1 Flood Defence Group.

BH reported that a meeting of this Group had taken place.  Representatives from Silverdale and New Meadows had attended.  At their next meeting they will request that local dredging of the River Trent be undertaken to further alleviate the risk of flooding.

The Group had also expressed concerns over the apparent lack of barriers between the footpath and tram tracks on Wilford Toll Bridge.



10.2 Community Group Publicity.

DA suggested that a Facebook Group be set up to publicise the work of the Community Group and provide a public forum.  The benefits of this idea were discussed and the meeting agreed that DA should proceed in setting up this Facebook Group.


10.3 Area 8 Committee.

AR had attended the recent Area 8 Committee meeting where concern had been expressed over the amalgamation of doctors' surgeries.  At the next meeting time related parking will be discussed in preparation for the opening of the new tram line.

10.4 Sainsbury's.

AR had enquired when the Sainsbury's development would start.  He had been advised that while planning tasks were currently being undertaken, a date for commencement of work had not yet been set.

10.5  Moderns Rugby Club Publicity.

RS enquired if the thisiswilford website could be used to publicise the facilities that the Rugby Club clubhouse can provide.  He was advised to check with DB if this was allowable within the remit of the website.

10.6 Police Attendance.

BH observed once more the absence of a representative of the local police at the meeting.
