	Minutes of 17th November 2014.
The minutes of the Meeting of the 17th November were agreed and approved.

1. It was noted that Cllr Ferguson had been unable to attend and had sent her apologies.

	3
	Changes to South Wilford School Roll and School Day.
The school was proposing to increase pupil numbers from 300 to 420 over the next seven years and to alter school attendance times to 08:50 until 15:10.  RS had attended a consultation meeting for parents of pupils.  The consultation period ends on the 6th January 2015.  RS will send a letter detailing the proposals to all residents of Wilford.  A discussion followed where concerns over the extra traffic generated by the increase in pupil numbers and resultant parking problems were expressed.

It was agreed that a public meeting should be arranged for the new year so that the Committee could obtain the opinions of residents regarding traffic and parking problems, both current and potential. This meeting would include any concerns that  residents had over the potential parking problems resulting from the opening of the tram line.  SA considered that the Committee should investigate if any problems had been experienced by residents in the vicinity of Line 1.

	20mph Speed Zones
DB had received no response to the Group's submission opposing the introduction of the 20mph speed limit from NCC.  It was noted that Cllr Ferguson had suggested that a majority of residents were in favour of the proposed restrictions.

BR advised the meeting that the responses received by NCC indicated equal numbers in favour and against.

AR will circulate details of the Consultation Review.

BH expressed his concern that the speed monitor display was activated when a speed greater than 20mph was detected giving the impression that the 20mph restriction already existed.  He proposed the motion that the speed monitor display should only be activated at speeds in excess of 30mph.  The motion was seconded by PBS and agreed unanimously.

	Main Road Parking Restrictions.
 DB had been advised by NCC that the cost of the recent introduction of parking restrictions in the vicinity of South Wilford School was £2000.  NCC had received 4 letters objecting to the restrictions.

	


	6
	Tram Concerns. 
AR had received a reply from Steve Tough regarding the Group's concerns over the lack of barriers on the Toll Bridge.  ST had advised that barriers could present a risk to people using the tram.  Experience with Line 1 had shown that barriers were not necessary.  Drivers had been appraised of the potential dangers and NCC/NET were visiting schools to advise pupils of the need for caution in the vicinity of the tram lines. BH advised that the footpaths across the lines need completing.

	Mail Boxes.
AR reported that Royal Mail had advised him that the mail storage boxes would be removed in the second week of January.

	Main Road / Coronation Avenue - Road Surface Condition.
AR is awaiting a reply from ST regarding the resurfacing of Main Road and Coronation Avenue.

	Any Other Business.
10.1  Wilford Library Site.
AR reported that no further information would be forthcoming until the sale had been finalised.

10.2  Parbinder Singh had reported to AR that the netting had been replaced under the footpath bridge.  BH was concerned that the footpaths would not be open until May at the earliest.

10.3  PH was concerned that the cycle markings at the Main Road/Wilford Lane traffic lights   RS advised that the restrictions were not being enforced.

10.4  BH advised that the footpath emergency light was not working.  AR agreed to progress this.

10.5  PBS reported that the Bader Road square had been resurfaced.  RS advised that this had resulted from a recent ward walk where the paving stones had been seen to be cracked and uneven.

10.6  RS presented a cheque for £150 from the proceeds of the Community Bonfire and Fireworks evening.  This was gratefully accepted.
