	Minutes of March Meeting

After minor mistakes were corrected, these minutes were unanimously agreed as being accurate, and were signed by the chair.
	

	3
	Update from Taylor Woodrow on Tram Works in Wilford

A representative from TW attended the meeting to introduce himself, and to update the Group on the timescale and current tram works in the area. As follows:

A small amount of soil testing has been conducted around the Iremonger Pond area. A full assessment of the Toll Bridge has also been completed.

In the immediate tree stumps will be removed from the Main Road side of Iremongers Pond area, with as little impact to pedestrians and local residents as possible, with only minor circular fencing to protect workers during the day. 

In September there will be alteration work conducted on the Toll Bridge end of Main Road and Coronation Avenue, with no other alterations happening in Wilford.

Update on Toll Bridge Closure:

Notices displayed throughout the village have admittedly been  confusing, and not user friendly. The Toll Bridge will be guaranteed to remain open weekdays from 6am until 9pm, with any closure needed to be done at least inconvenient time. During full works on the Bridge, half of the Bridge will be open for pedestrian crossing, whilst the other half will be worked upon.

The Bridge works will not disrupt Jubilee Celebrations, nor the Nottingham Bike Ride.

Any concerns or queries on the tram should be directed to the  Tram Hotline.

Taylor Woodrow have reassured Wilford Residents that any tram related queries will be responded to appropriately. 

Questions relating to the closure of Ruddington Lane, the plans for Embankment alterations, and whether Bus Rerouting of Ruddington Lane will be publicised on the Wilford Website were raised.

Any work will be done in small segments to reduce disruption to residents.

BH asked whether HGV's would travel through the village during the school rush-hours in the village.

The contractors aim will be to try and keep them as far from school times as possible, whereas the contractors will liaise with the local schools to ensure as safe as an environment as possible.

It is expected that for every tree removed during current works, two replacements will be replanted.

A question was raised relating to the continuing operation of the Local Link Bus Service, RS confirmed  that it was intended the Local Link would continue to operate for the next three years.
	

	4
	Proposed b-bank Footpath alterations

DB informed the Group of two proposals put forward by NCC regarding the prevention of cycling along the Bee Bank.

NCC does not support and wish to pursue option one due to safety regulations, and danger of further implications to council.

DB raised that option two in the past has not been successful.
PS raised that idea 2's knee high barrier was a good idea, whilst the limited width of the path does not allow for a prevention of cyclists but not prevention of wheelchairs.

DB raised the possibility of having steps instead of ramps up to the b-bank, to prevent cyclists.

RS stated that from a recent ward walk, a solution of a bi-pass onto the road before the b-bank, and a planter to deviate from the gate (see previous minutes regarding location) were seen as a good possibility, and could cause least impact on local area.

RS further makes the suggestion that the group requests officer John Lee to attend a meeting, with local residents to find a mutually acceptable solution.

	Diamond Jubilee Celebrations

The sub committee has finalized a timetable of proposed events and is currently working with local groups to delegate jobs for the event. The group is also currently waiting full confirmation of funding to go ahead fully with the organisation.

	Library Asset Transfer

RS stated that the sub committee is due to organise a meeting this month, whilst Gleeds has also agreed to help with a feasibility study.

	Pinfold / Ruddington lane parking

DB is looking further into the problem, whereas it is feared that the parking is from Gleeds workers seeking to avoid the Work Place Parking Levy.

There have been noted problems due to the parking, such as obscuring bus stops, causing general congestion, and creating larger problems with HGV's travelling to the former Becket Site.

PS stated that he has completed last years final accounts, but requires a person to audit the accounts. AR offered to see whether any one in his workplace would fulfil this, and bring the name to the next meeting.

The graffiti tagged on the southern part of the B-bank has been removed promptly and respectfully, of which WCG is very thankful and appreciative of NCC for this.

WCG discussed the process of Iremongers pond AGM, and continued their support of the group, whilst also dismissing fully any current needs to intervene. Whilst also retaining the ability to support the group if dissolved in the future.

SA raised worries about a set up camp by the River Trent developing to a larger amount of tents, whilst worries about “traps” and “rubbish” being left around the area. The concern being of whether they increase in size, and affect the safety of local residents.

RS passed on the response from the Secretary of State to concerns and arguments to the widening of the A453.

RS has also had consultation about the first South Nottingham Beer Festival, to be held May bank holiday monday, at the Nottingham Moderns Rugby Club.

AR stated that for the Jubilee Celebrations, WCG has ordered a set of Red, White and Blue hanging baskets to decorate main road, and if any residents on main road would like a basket to decorate in view, please contact WCG via the website email.

The owner of the currently under renovation, Wilford Village Shop, has kindly agreed to open the shop front windows to allow a rare glimpse of the historic hay and gypsum roofing of the shop.
