	Minutes of 16th February 2015 Meeting.
PBS noted that the attendees had not been recorded.  SA advised that these were :-

	Tram Concerns. 
BH expressed further concerns regarding the lack of vehicle deterrents in the vicinity of the Toll Bridge.  The access road provided from Coronation Avenue to the Emmanuel School playing field was currently open to vehicular access.  It was suggested that a lockable demountable bollard or gate should be installed to prevent unauthorised access.  PF agreed to progress this.

BH also expressed his concern over a Facebook post from PF which he'd interpreted as accepting that vehicle access across the Toll Bridge would be allowed.  PF agreed to email the original post to BH.   BH will circulated this to all Committee members.

It was noted that the second footpath at the old railway embankment was still closed.  AR will progress this with NCC.

AR advised that Steve Tough (NCC) will attend next month's meeting.

	Mail Drop Boxes.

	Late Night Leaflets Deliveries - Residents' Concerns.
AR stated that he had not yet received a response.  PF confirmed that NCC were aware of the situation and had advised the company responsible for leaflet deliveries accordingly.

	Community Liaison Panel.
BH advised that a meeting of the Panel had taken place on the 27th February and had been attended by Lilian Greenwood MP, local councillors and other interested parties. Matters discussed were as follows:-

6.1  Flood Defences.
The representative from The Environment Agency confirmed that the existing flood defences complied with the 1 in 100 year criteria.  Although this criteria had recently been amended to 1 in 80 years, the Agency still considered the flood defences to be appropriate.  Dredging of the River Trent was not an option as the river would soon become silted up again.  Likewise, the same would apply with clearing silt at the bridge over the Fairham Brook. 

6.2  Barriers Along Tram Tracks.
There will be no provision of barriers between the pavement and tram tracks over the Toll Bridge.  BH had expressed his concerns with regard to the safety of pedestrians using the bridge.

6.3 The Reasoning for Handrails along the wall at the Toll Bridge.
It could not be ascertained why these had been installed.

AR confirmed that there would be further meetings of the Panel maybe at quarterly intervals.

	Any Other Business.
7.1  Bulb Planting.
SA expressed her thanks and that of the Committee to the volunteers who had planted the daffodil bulbs in the Autumn.  Their efforts had now been rewarded by an impressive display along B-Bank.

7.2  Co-op Rats.
AR reported that this had been brought to the attention of Environmental Health.  He still awaited a reply.

7.3  Wilford Library Site.
RS confirmed that the call-in decision panel had supported the application from the West Bridgford Spiritualist Church.  The meeting agreed that a public meeting should be arranged to allow the Spiritualist Church to present their plans for the site and, also, to provide the opportunity for residents to put forward their expectations of what the new facility will offer to the local community.

PBS advised the meeting that a recent article in the Nottingham Post had incorrectly reported that the unsuccessful bid had been made on behalf of the Wilford Community Group.

7.4  Iremongers Pond.
BR advised the meeting that a clean-up at Iremongers Pond was planned for the coming Saturday (21st March).  Anyone willing to help would be welcome.

7.5  Rubbish on Road Verges.
A resident reported that there was an accumulation of rubbish on the verges of the A52 slip road and the approaches to Clifton Bridge.  PF agreed to look into this to see what action can be taken to mitigate the problem.

7.6  New Committee Members.
SA reported that there had been a positive response and suggested that a public meeting to attract more Committee Members would be useful.


7.7  Closed Meeting.
PBS asked if minutes from the recent Closed Meeting were available.  SA advised that notes had been taken at the meeting but not yet circulated.
